Administrative Procedure Act (AS 44.62); and 

4. Whereas the board believes that under the circumstances proposals 261 and 262 
deserve consideration; 

NOW THEREFORE: 

A. Pursuant to AS 16.05.270, t e board delegates its authority under AS 16.05.251 to the 
commissioner to consider an.4, at the commissioner' s discretion, adopt the regulatory changes 
proposed in proposals 261 and 262 in accordance with the Administrative Procedure Act (AS 
44.62). 

B. This delegation of authority shall remain in effect unless revoked by the board.
