Texas Law

Disabled Veteran Super Combo Hunting and All-Water Fishing Package

(Type 502):

FREE
Available to a resident or non-resident qualifying as a disabled veteran. Disabled veteran means
a veteran with a service-connected disability, as defined by the Veterans Administration,
consisting of the loss of the use of a foot or leg or a disability rating of 50% or more, and who is
receiving compensation from the U.S. for the disability. Official proof of disability (issued by the
V.A.) must be shown when applying for this license and nust state the rate of disability. Includes
all five state endorsements (archery, freshwater fishing, migratory game bird, saltwater fishing

with a red drum tag, and upland game bird). The Federal Duck Stamp is not included.
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
