It would be a great idea for it to be required so there is
less rockfish waste. The only downside would be for the time it takes to
get a fish down to depth.

Oppose Discussion: Discussed the regulations for one vs. two artificial flies. There
does not seem to be a need to change the regulations as they are.

168 Specify that any line used to make the attachment between a skiff and a purse seine used in a
commercial salmon fishery may not exceed 10 fathoms in length
Support Discussion: Discussed the length of a fathom and how commercial fishers

can get around the closing time by the length of their line. Feel that
having a limit would make sure that seiners used in commercial fishing
are closed in a more timely manner.
