= In 1978 the State of Alaska enacted the Alaska
Subsistence Law recognizing the customary and
traditional uses of resources.

» The Division of Subsistence was established to
scientifically quantify harvests of wild resources by
rural residents to determine the Amount Necessary
for Subsistence (ANS) for each population or stock.

» Since its inception, over the past 30 years, the
Division’s small staff of social scientists has worked
in 220 rural oo_,::,_c:Emm in Alaska.
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Working in Rural Communities

1. Create partnerships with local governments and
agencies.

2. Write a letter of introduction to the community
describing the proposed research and hold a
community scoping meeting.

3. A resolution is signed by the Village Council
- governing body supporting the project.

4. Local research assistants are contracted.

5. Conduct the research as face-to-face interviews.
