Rods 
 Rod power: light to medium light , accommodating 4-10 pound test 
 Action: moderate to fast action  
 Desirable rod length between 5.5 to 6.5 feet 
 

Reels 
 Select a reel to balance the rod. If the rod accommodates 10 pound test,  
 then so should the reel 

 

Line 
 4-10 pound test (depending on the rod & reel) 
 Monofilament, braided, fluorocarbon 
Tackle  
 Epoxy fry patterns 
 Pegged Beads 
 Assortment of spinners (size 0,1,2,3) 
 Assortment of spoons (size 1/4-1/2 oz) 
 Swivel (snap or lock) 
 Weights (twist on or split shot)  
 Glo-bug 
 Assortment of flies 
 Bobber: casting or float
