Nonpelagic rockfish

While any nonpelagic rockfish species would qualify for a catch-and-release trophy,
the more commonly caught nonpelagic rockfish that would generally meet the
minimum length requirements for a catch-and-release trophy include, yelloweye,
silvergray, shortraker, and rougheye. For additional nonpelagic rockfish species, visit
our rockfish identification page here: www.adfg.alaska.gov/rockfish. Always use a
deepwater release mechanism to release rockfish that are not harvested.

Pelagic rockfish

While any pelagic rockfish species would qualify for a catch-and-release trophy, the
more commonly caught pelagic rockfish that would generally meet the minimum
length requirements for a catch-and-release trophy include, black, yellowtail, and
widow.
