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INTRODUCTION
 

The North Peninsula is a portion of the Alaska Peninsula Salmon Management Area.  The North 
Peninsula consists of the Northern and Northwestern Districts, and encompasses Bering Sea coastal 
waters from Cape Menshikof west to Cape Sarichef.  The Northern District includes all waters 
between the westernmost tip of Cape Menshikof and the southernmost tip of Moffet Point, while the 
Northwestern District includes all waters between Moffet Point and Cape Sarichef light on Unimak 
Island (Figure 1). 

The Cinder River Section, Inner Port Heiden Section, and Ilnik Lagoon comprise an overlap area 
described under 5 AAC 39.120 (d). Area M permit holders may fish anytime during open fishing 
periods during the open season in all of the above locations.  Area T permit holders may fish in the 
Cinder River and Inner Port Heiden Sections during May 1 through June 30, and during August 1 
through September 30 during open fishing periods during the open season.  Area T permit holders 
may also fish in Ilnik Lagoon during August 1 through September 30.  

The projected 1999 sockeye salmon catch is approximately 1.8 million fish for the entire North 
Peninsula. The bulk of the projected 1999 sockeye salmon harvest is expected to be taken from 
Harbor Point (Port Moller) to Strogonof Point and in the Nelson Lagoon fisheries.  The 1999 harvest 
projection for species other than sockeye salmon are: 10,000 chinook salmon, 150,000 coho salmon, 
15,000 pink salmon, and 150,000 chum salmon. 

The purpose of this document is to provide commercial fishermen and buyers with the pertinent 
information and guidelines that will be used to manage the commercial salmon fisheries of the North 
Peninsula during 1999. 

FISHERY ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CATCH REPORTING 

Inseason emergency orders and news releases will be made available to the industry and the public 
by at least one of the following methods: 

1. 	 Communicated directly to the local processors and fishers. 

2. 	 Transmitted over one or more of the following frequencies: SSB 3.230 MHz and VHF 5, 68, 
and 72 in Port Moller or 6 in Cold Bay. 

3. 	 Emergency orders displayed at several places in Port Moller, and at ADF&G offices in Cold 
Bay and Sand Point. 

When openings occur outside the weekly schedule fishing periods, commercial fishing periods will 
be announced at least six hours in advance of an impending opening.  However, after the fleet is put 
on six hour advance notice of a potential fishery opening, ADF&G may put the fleet on two hour 
advance notice of a pending fishery only after the fleet has been notified first of the six hour advance 
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notice. All announcements of advance notice of a pending fishery will be made over VHF channel 
72, 68, and 5, and SSB 3.230 MHz. 

Buyers must report their salmon purchases by species (in both numbers of fish and pounds) and 
number of deliveries by 9:00 a.m. the following day. The Northern District Salmon Fisheries 
Management Plan adopted by the Board of Fisheries (BOF) in January, 1998 requires the 
Department to obtain accurate and timely harvest reports in the Ilnik Section southwest of 
Unangashak Bluffs between June 25 and July 4 if a fishery occurs. Fishers and processors 
must accurately report the salmon catch exclusively for this area (Statistical Area 316-20) on 
the fish tickets and daily to ADF&G staff in Port Moller. 

Corresponding fish tickets must be sent to either of the Alaska Department of Fish and Game offices 
in Cold Bay or Port Moller within seven days of the harvest.  That portion of the Northern District 
from Herendeen Bay to Strogonof Point will be managed from the Port Moller office, while the 
remainder of the North Peninsula will be managed from Cold Bay.  Contact can be made over VHF

NORTH PENINSULA MANAGEMENT STRATEGY 

The North Peninsula salmon fisheries will be managed on the basis of catch-per-unit-effort 
indicators and relative abundance of fish as estimated by escapement surveys and weir counts. 
Weekly fishing periods during the open season are listed in the 1998-2000 Commercial Finfish 
Regulation book (Table 1). 

Northwestern District 

Dublin Bay Section. Commercial salmon openings will follow the 1998-2000 Commercial Finfish 
Regulation book. 

Urilia Bay Section. The commercial fishing season in the Urilia Bay Section will be delayed by 
emergency order until June 21. Christianson Lagoon will be managed for sockeye salmon and 
Peterson Lagoon will be managed based on chum salmon abundance until September 1 when the 
Urilia Bay Section will be managed based on coho salmon abundance. 
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Swanson Lagoon Section. Sockeye and chum salmon stocks will be managed from aerial 
escapement surveys until September when the section will be managed for local coho salmon. 

Bechevin Bay Section. The Bechevin Bay Section will open concurrently with the Ikatan Bay 
Section (part of South Peninsula) during June.  After June, the Bechevin Bay Section will be 
managed based on chum and pink salmon stocks. 

Izembek-Moffet Bay Section. Chum salmon are the principal species found in this section until 
September, when coho salmon are the dominant species.  Management decisions will be based on 
aerial escapement surveys and catch-per-unit-effort data.  If there is little or no market for chum 
salmon, and fishermen target sockeye producing systems, then management will be based on those 
systems. 

Northern District 

In 1999, the interim escapement goals at Nelson, Bear, and Sandy River were adjusted slightly to 
further represent historic escapement run timing. These adjustments are more reflective of average 
run timing data for these systems.  The season ending goal did not change just the interim periods. 

Black Hills Section. During June, the Black Hills Section will be managed for local chinook salmon 
stocks. Management during July and early August will be based on local sockeye salmon runs in the 
Black Hills Section. During late August and September, the Black Hills Section will be managed for 
local coho salmon. 

Nelson Lagoon Section.  The sockeye salmon escapement goal for the Nelson River system is 
established at 100,000 - 150,000. Based on timing of sockeye salmon escapements and a midpoint 
escapement goal of 125,000 sockeye, a schedule of periodic inseason escapement goals past Nelson 
River weir will be utilized. The escapement target may be increased above the listed goals if the 
escapement quality is poor due to a high percent of net marked fish, large percentage of jack salmon, 
or a poor sex ratio.

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Total daily harvest of sockeye salmon will also be used to evaluate run strength since travel time 
between the fishery and weir can be as long as 7 days.  The Nelson Lagoon fishery will be managed 
based on interim escapement goals at the Nelson River weir, Nelson Lagoon commercial catches, 
and aerial surveys. 

The number of jack sockeye salmon (age x.1) and net marked fish in the Nelson River escapement is 
an important consideration in evaluating run strength.  If the number of jack salmon or net marked 
sockeye is excessively high, as determined by the weir crew, the escapement goal may be raised to 
compensate for the imbalance. 

To provide adequate protection for chinook salmon stocks in Nelson Lagoon, fishing periods 
through June 15 are limited to 6:00 a.m. Monday to 12:00 midnight Wednesday.  There will be four 
fishing days each week during June 16 - 30; additional time will be added if daily sockeye salmon 
catches are large, indicating a strong sockeye run.  However, if it is evident before June 30 that the 
sockeye or chinook salmon runs are weak, then the number of fishing days will be reduced.  The 
amount of chinook salmon gear used in the fishery will be taken into account when evaluating 
sockeye catches. The indexed escapement goal for chinook salmon in the Nelson River system is 
3,200-6,400 fish. 

After June 30, fishing periods will be dependent upon sockeye escapement in relation to the 
escapement schedule and daily catch levels.  If escapements past the Nelson River weir cannot be 
determined, then daily catch rates (primarily) and daily catch per boat (secondarily) will be utilized 
to evaluate strength of the run and to establish appropriate fishing periods. 

Beginning August 15, it is anticipated that no more than three fishing days per week will be allowed 
during the fall coho salmon season in Nelson Lagoon unless the escapement is adequate to warrant 
additional fishing time.   

Herendeen-Moller Bay Section. The Herendeen and Port Moller Bay fisheries will be managed for 
chum and pink salmon stocks.  Pink salmon that enter Herendeen Bay (especially during even years) 
will be harvested in fisheries by emergency order if abundance warrants without jeopardizing local 
chum salmon stocks.  Management decisions will be based on escapement, monitored by aerial 
surveys, and catch information.   

Port Moller Bight Section. The Port Moller Bight Section, located near the processing plant at Port 
Moller, extends from a line from Entrance Point to Harbor Point.  This area will be managed based 
on Bear River sockeye stocks. 

Bear River and Three Hills Sections. The Bear River sockeye salmon escapement goal is divided 
into several segments to ensure that all stocks contributing to the Bear River runs receive adequate 
escapement.  The Bear River season escapement goal is 200,000 - 250,000 sockeye salmon for all 
stocks combined.  The upper escapement goals for all periods will be the target.

a Escapement that occurs in excess of the upper interim escapement goal for the July 11-15 period (15,000 fish), will 
be applied to the July 16-August 5 escapement goal.  However, no more than 10,000 fish shall be applied to the July 
16-August 5 period. This will aid ADF&G in effective management of Bear River sockeye salmon runs when the 
run is earlier than expected.

b	 Escapement occurring during the August 1-5 period that results in the total escapement to exceed the 50,000 fish 
upper escapement goal range for the July 16-August 5 period (40,000 to 50,000), will be applied to the late run 
escapement goal (post August 5).  However, no more than 15,000 fish shall be applied to the post August 5 goal. 
This will aid ADF&G in managing the Bear River sockeye salmon runs more effectively when the run is earlier 
than expected. 

If one of the above escapement targets is not achieved, the fishery will be curtailed to the extent 
necessary so that the overall escapement goal will be reached. 

The number of jack and net marked sockeye salmon in the Bear River escapement is an important 
consideration. If the number of jack salmon (length < 400 mm mid eye to fork of tail or age x.1) is 
above 10%, as determined by the ADF&G weir crew, the escapement goal may be raised to 
compensate for the imbalance.  Typically, the number of jack salmon is less than 10%.  If the 
number of net marked salmon becomes excessive, then the escapement may be increased to preserve 
escapement quality. 

The Sandy River sockeye salmon escapement goal is 40,000 - 60,000 using weir counts.  Each 
interim goal is shown.  If weir counts are unavailable due to difficulties with the weir such as 
washout, aerial surveys will be used to manage the fisheries.

The Three Hills Section will be managed prior to July 21 for Bear, Sandy, and Ilnik River sockeye 
salmon.  At times when escapement objectives in Bear or Sandy Rivers are not being met, a portion 
of the Bear River Section may be closed and the Three Hills Section may remain open.  This 
strategy has been used successfully in the past and allows for the achievement of the escapement 
goal while providing fishing opportunity and avoiding escapement surplus.  If escapement into Ilnik 
and/or Ocean River (if Ocean River flows directly into the Bering Sea) are lacking substantially and 
area closures in the Ilnik Section are not effective, the eastern portion of the Three Hills line may be 
moved to the west to provide for a larger closed water area.

During the chinook salmon run in June to the King Salmon, Bear and Sandy Rivers, management 
decisions regarding sockeye salmon may be conservative to protect local chinook stocks.  In August 
and September, management actions in the Three Hills Section will be considered for the protection 
of Ilnik Lagoon coho salmon stocks.

Ilnik Section. The Ilnik Section (Figure 2), including the area outside of Ilnik Lagoon, will be 
managed prior to July 20 for Ilnik sockeye salmon stocks and Bear and Ugashik River stocks if 
management concern exists.  That portion of the Ilnik Section southwest of Unangashak Bluffs will 
open to commercial salmon fishing between June 25 and July 4 (excluding Ilnik Lagoon which 
opens May 1) if the escapement into Ilnik River on June 25 is 50% (20,000 sockeye salmon) of the 
season ending lower goal or if the minimum season ending goal (40,000 sockeye) is expected to be 
met by July 5.  If either of these two criteria are expected to be met, then fishing will be permitted 
southwest of Unangashak Bluffs between June 25 and July 4.  If fishing periods occur, they will be 
no more than 24 hours in duration with at least a 24 hour closure between periods and the sockeye 
harvest during this period will not exceed 100,000 fish. Initial fishing time allowed will be 
announced at 8 hours in duration in order to assess the abundance of sockeye salmon in the area. 
Fishing periods will be extended beyond the initial 8 hour announced period (not to exceed 24 hours 
of continuous fishing) only if escapement warrants and the harvest is less than (and not expected to 
exceed) 100,000 sockeye salmon.  The fishing fleet and industry is encouraged to call in to ADF&G 
Port Moller (VHF 72, SSB 3.230 MHz, phone 907-987-2216, or fax 907-987-2215) or ADF&G 
Ilnik River weir site (VHF 72) during the initial 8 hour period so that staff can assess the sockeye 
abundance in a timely manner.  If reports are not received, the fishing period will close after 8 hours 
to assess the total sockeye salmon harvest and will remain closed by regulation for at least 24 hours. 
The intent of the management plan is to harvest Ilnik River bound sockeye salmon throughout the 
June 25-July 4 period when escapements are strong, and not to exceed the harvest of 100,000 
sockeye salmon. The cap of 100,000 sockeye salmon was chosen by the BOF since the average 
sockeye harvest northeast of Unangashak Bluffs to Strogonof Point during July 15-25, 1990-97 was 
117,000 fish. This is not considered a guideline harvest that will always be attained, but the upward 
harvest limit if the Ilnik River escapement allows.   

If fishing does occur southwest of Unangashak Bluffs (excluding Ilnik Lagoon) prior to July 5, then 
that portion of the Ilnik Section northeast of Unangashak Bluffs to Strogonof Point will not open to 
commercial salmon fishing until July 25. If fishing southwest of Unangashak Bluffs (excluding Ilnik 
Lagoon) does not occur from June 25 to July 4, then the area northeast of Unangashak Bluffs to 
Strogonof Point may open on July 15.  

Management action based on Bear River sockeye will be considered in the Ilnik Section if inseason 
run performance indicates that the Bear River run is not expected to meet escapement goals after 
closures in the Bear River and Three Hills Sections.  Prior to July 21, management action will also 
be taken in the Ilnik Section if management actions are taken in the Egegik District for Ugashik 
River sockeye stocks by moving the fleet to the Loran C Line 9990-Z-45110.  If Bear and Ugashik 
Rivers sockeye runs are expected to meet escapement requirements prior to July 21, fishing time in 
the Ilnik Section will be based on abundance of Ilnik River sockeye stocks.  Post July 20 to August 
15, the Ilnik Section will be managed for Bear River sockeye stocks unless the Ilnik River run needs 
additional protection after July 20.

If weir counts are unavailable, daily counts for those days which the weir was not used will be 
obtained by using Ilnik Lagoon commercial salmon harvest rates, aerial surveys, pre-washout weir 
counts and post-washout counts, or a combination of these methods. 

A sockeye salmon escapement goal for the Ocean River was derived from escapement surveys when 
the river flowed directly into the Bering Sea in 1972-75, 1986, and 1987 and not into Ilnik Lake. 
When this occurs, many of the fish into Ocean River do not pass through the Ilnik River, and 
therefore would not pass the weir. For the years noted above, an average of 20% of the escapement 
spawned in Ocean River. If Ocean River flows directly into the Bering Sea, the Ocean River 
escapement goal will be subtracted from the Ilnik River escapement goal and management actions in 
the Three Hills Section, due to the proximity of the Ocean River terminus to the Three Hills Section, 
will be instituted if needed to meet escapement objectives.

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From August 15 through September 30, the Ilnik Section will be managed based on Ilnik Lagoon 
coho salmon run strength.  The strength of Unangashak and Ilnik River coho runs, effort levels, and 
distribution of effort will determine fishing time in the Ilnik Section. 

Inner Port Heiden and Cinder River Sections.  The Inner Port Heiden and Cinder River Sections 
will be managed on the basis of chinook stocks during May and June, sockeye stocks during July, 
and coho stocks after July. Area T permit holders may fish in the open waters of these sections 
during every month except July.  Area M permit holders are allowed to fish in the open waters of 
these sections during May, June, July, August, and September.  The fishing season in that portion of 
the Cinder River Section outside of Shagong (Cinder River Lagoon) is closed to commercial 
salmon fishing prior to August 1.  Fishers fishing in the Cinder River Section are reminded that the 
following waters are closed to commercial salmon fishing under 5 AAC 09.350: 

1) 	 Cape Menshikof: all waters of the Cinder River Section located north of a line extending 
304° from 57° 24.4’N. lat., 158° 03’W. long.

2) 	 Cinder River Lagoon: all waters enclosed by a line from 57°19'48" N. lat., 158°08'24" W. 
long., to 57°21'18" N. lat., 158°02'38" W. long.
