INTRODUCTION 

The s t a t i s t i c a  presented in this l e a f l e t  ware campiled by the S t a t i s t i c s  
Section of the Department of Fish and Game. This s t a t i s t i c a l  l e a f l e t  i s  par- 
t i a l l y  financed by the Connnercial F i sher ies  Research and Development A c t  (P.L. 
88-309 as amended), p ro jec t  number 5-16-D-3, contract  number N-044-26-72(G). 
The da ta  from which these s t a t i s t i c s  were calculated w e r e  obtained from t h e  
commercial f i s h i n g  industry,  Fish t i c k e t s ,  which a r e  completed each t i m e  a 
commercial fishermen sells f i s h ,  a r e  t h e  Department's source of ca tch  data .  
The s t a t i s t i c s  shown i n  the catch  t ab les  (Par t  I) were summarized from approxi- 
mately 300,000 f i s h  t icbts completed i n  1971. The production t a b l e s  (Part 11) 
were compiled from the  l Q 7 l A l a s k a  Commercial Processorst Annual Reports. 

Weiqhts l i s t e d  i n  the catch t ab les  (Par t  I) represent  landed weights a s  
repor ted  t o  t h e  Department on f i s h  t i c k e t s .  Values l i s t e d  i n  the c a t c h  t a b l e s  
represent  t h e  value of the  catch t o  t h e  fishermen (dol lars  paid t o  the  f i she r -  
men). A l l  ca tch  s t a t i s t i c s  a r e  presented by regfon o r  area  of catch,  except 
h a l i b u t  which i s  reported by region of landing. The production t a b l e s  @?art 11) 
present  the  weights of the  f in ished products and t h e i r  wholesale values  (value t o  
t h e  processor) .  A l l  production s t a t i s t i c s  a r e  presented by region o r  area  where 
the  processing took place. Due t o  i n t r a s t a t e  shipment of t h e  ca tch  before  pro- 
cessing,  the  production s t a t i s t i c s  f o r  a given a rea  w i l l  not  necessa r i ly  r e f l e c t  
t h e  ca tch  f o r  t h a t  area.
