Mr. Vania or Mr. Rutz,

I caught what appears to be a "whitefish" yesterday in the Knik River nearJim Creek. I caught it on single eggs
while catching and releasing dollies. This does not appear to resemble the "whitefish" I have caught in the
Deshka or Willow creeks. Those whitefish were more of a copper color with a very white belly.
It appears to be, based on research an Arctic or Bering Cisco.
Could you please take a look and confirm what I got here??
Also, are they prevalent there??
It was 21inches, and I would guess, 3 -4 lbs..
I believe it was a hen wlth a belly full of eggs, either that it was completely gorged full on cured roe......

Hi Susie,
Thanks for the opportunity to examine these photos. It is certainly a Bering cisco. It is very large for a Bering
cisco but the pale pelvic and pectoral fins and the terminal mouth, which is also pale rather than pigmented,

along with the general shape of the body and head, all indicate Bering cisco. Gill raker counts of34 to 37 would
verify the identification, but it looks like John tumed it loose. At 21 inches (53.3 cm), however, it may be the
largest Bering cisco I am aware of. In a sample ofabout 200 from the Yukon spawning migration, the largest I
found was 45 cm fork length (I don't know how John White measured this fish; if he did total length then he

oould add up to 2 cm over a fork length measurement). Our heaviest fish was 1.02 kg (about 2.2 lb.). Ken Alt
measured Bering cisco at 48 cm (about l9 inches) in the Yukon and reported it in his formal article from 1973.

During the SuHydro studies in | 981 and I 982, the crews handled over 1,000 Bering cisco and measured about
300 of them. Their largest fish was 40.5 cm (about I 6 inches). This is a really big Bering cisco.
