DESCRIBE CHANGE(S): Pumphouse Creek was inadvertently deleted during changes
in 1993. Nomination 93-050 submitted by Jim Durst identified an error in the mapping

of the upper end of stream 10505. A 1983 nomination by Don House showed 10505
extending to the upper portions of Pumphouse creek, a seperate stream. Jim's 1993

nomination requested shortening of 10505 to a point at a gradient barrier and the
addition of the lower ends of pumphouse creek. The shortening of 10505 was done but
pumphouse creek was not added.

No known documentation for fish presence in Pumphouse Creek.

Moira Ingle will survey for fish and resubmit addition of Pumphouse Creek.

We got the mouth moved, but
they dropped the cataloging. | got it back cataloged for CO up to the road based on
trapping and connectivity."

| don't see it on the latest Atlas or in the 1998/99 version of the catalog itself. Of course |
don't know what the stream number is, for sure: I'm guessing that it may be (or have been)
103-60-10501, because -10500 is Crab Creek (a sizable stream), and 10502 and 10503
are the two creeks just west of Pumphouse Creek.

Can you tell me anything about this creek? DOT is planning a trail that would cross it
upstream of the highway, which has a perched culvert. If it's not in the system, would the
easiest thing be to re-nominate it? Thanks.
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
