Comments: This small stream drains a muskeg pond and flows several hundred yards to tidewater. The
popular Outer Point trail crosses the stream just below its outlet from the pond. Previously, Paul Suchanek,
Sport Fish biologist, Douglas Office, submitted a nomination form based on visual observations of rearing
coho salmon. Habitat staff requested we trap the stream to verify the presence of this species. On 9/12/97
three baited minnow traps were set in the pond and creek adjacent to the trail crossing. The stream was
very low and had little flow. However, one trap in the creek, after approximately 15;679 f’i’s‘ﬁing, caught a
juvenile coho salmon, approximately 75 mm long. The attached hand drawn map shows the location of this
stream and location of trapping.
