SUBJECT: 2006 Arrow Creek nominations

Attached are Fish Distribution Database/Anadromous Waters Catalog (FDD/AWC) nominations
for Arrow Creek (325-30-10100-2249-3048). In 2006, our freshwater fish inventory (Wiedmer
2006) of the Nushagak/Mulchatna drainage yielded 8 fish sampling efforts and one visual
observation on this stream. A previous inventory (ADF&G 2006, Wiedmer 2003) produced
another fish sampling effort in the headwaters.

Collectively, these efforts, along with sampling efforts on the Nuyakuk River, support adding to
the FDD/AWC rearing Chinook salmon (observed at 9 of 9 sampled locations, F igure 1)
downstream from the current documented lower limit of rearing Chinook salmon to the Nuyakuk
River, in which we also observed this species/life stage in 2006; rearing Dolly Varden (observed
at 2 of 9 sampled locations, Figure 2) between stations FSN0602D05 and F SB0310A03;
spawning Chinook salmon downstream from Station FSN0602D01 to the current documented
upstream limit of Arrow Creek Chinook salmon spawning (Figure 3); spawning chum salmon
between stations FSN0602D09 and the Nuyakuk River (Figure 4); and rearing sockeye salmon
(observed at 1 of 9 sampled locations, Figure 5) from Station F SN0602D02 downstream to the
Nuyakuk River.
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
