and streams or portions of them that are important for the spawning, rearing or migration of anadromous fish. The
Commissioner must review plans and specifications of any proposed work acuséng within a specified anadromous

river, lake, or stream. If the Commissioner determines that the plans and specifications provide for the proper grotection c
fish and game the project will be approved and a Fish Habitat Permit will be BstiselADF&G, Division of Habitat

The Catalog and Atlas identify and list these anadromous waters and are used by the Commissioner to determine whetkt
such a permit is required for any particular project.
