Route Correction for Lena Creek (111-50-10300)
The cataloged route of Lena Creek was walked and tracked until a barrier to fish passage was encountered.  There is a waterfall barrier with a 45-50% gradient over approximately 140 feet, upstream of the culvert passing under Glacier Highway.  The following coordinates indicate the upper and lower extent of anadromous fish habitat in Lena Creek for species presently listed in the Anadromous Waters Catalog.  The red outline on the included map indicates the route correction on Lena Creek.
