Findings: This Switzer Creek Tributary provides juvenile Coho Salmon rearing habitat, and may possibly provide spawning grounds for adults.  The stream is close to some urban areas, and would benefit from some clean-up efforts near the headwaters. We tracked and trapped a large tributary that provides much of the water flow to the system but were only able to capture Dolly Varden.  It may be worthwhile to continue to monitor this area as future developments are being looked into. 
Recommendations: We recommend that this stream route be modified to match with our recent findings of where the stream currently flows.
