Follow these directions to Spirit Lake from the “Y” in Soldotna at Mile 94.2 Sterling Hwy. Drive north on Kenai Spur
Highway for 4.7 miles to Strawberry Road. Turn right on Strawberry Rd. stay on the main road as it curves to the left. It
will be paved for part of the way. Follow the road ~ 2 miles until it curves to the right. Follow it until you see the Public
Access sign — you will have to turn left there. Follow the gravel road (the beginning may be a little rough, but will
improve) for approximately 2.8 miles (you will drive through an open gate). At the “7”turn right and proceed through
the gate.
