EXPLANATION:

This Emergency Order opens sport fishing for king salmon in the Nushagak/Mulchatna River drainage
and allows a seasona harvest limit of 2 king salmon, only one of which may exceed 28 inches. This
Emergency Order supercedes E.O. 2-KS-5-10-99.

REGULATION:
5 AAC 67.022 therefore is amended to read:

5 AAC 67.022. WATERS; SEASONS; BAG, POSSESSION, AND SIZE LIMITS; AND
SPECIAL PROVISIONS. (&) This subsection contains codes for fishing seasons and for bag,

possession, and size limits, and applicable specia provisions, for all fresh waters of the Bristol Bay
Area. 5AAC67.010 and 5 AAC 67.020 contain the code keys for the codes set out in this subsection.

5 AAC 67.024 therefore is amended to read:

5 AAC 67.024. HARVEST RECORD REQUIRED; SEASONAL LIMITS. (b)(2
immediately upon landing a king salmon, the angler shall enter the date, location (water body),
and species of the catch in ink, on the harvest record. Anglers harvesting king salmon in the
Nushagak/Mulchatna River drainage must also immediately record whether the harvested fish is
greater or less than 28 inches;

(3) the annual limit is five king salmon per angler, not more than two of which may be taken

from the Nushagak/Mulchatna River drainage; and not more than one king salmon taken from
the Nushagak/Mulchatna drainage may exceed 28 inchesin length.

JUSTIFICATION:

Through July 5, 1999, over 34,000 king salmon have been estimated by the department’s sonar
at Portage Creek. The department projects there will be sufficient king salmon for subsistence
needs, and over 40,000 king salmon will reach the spawning grounds by the end of the run. In
addition, the department projects there will be sufficient numbers of king salmon to support a
limited sport harvest.

The Nushagak Chinook Salmon Management Plan directs the department to close the sport
fishery and restrict the inriver subsistence fishery when the department projects the spawning
escapement to be less than 40,000 fish. The department projects that the 40,000 king salmon
will be available for spawning after subsistence and a limited sport harvest occur. Therefore, the
restrictions to the sport fishery effective July 2 (E.O. 2-KS-5-10-99) are no longer warranted.
The sport fishery for Nushagak/Mulchatna drainage king salmon will re-open, and anglers are
allowed an annual limit of two king salmon, only one of which may exceed 28 inches in length.
In addition to the normal recording requirements, anglers are required to record whether the
length of their harvested king salmon is greater or less than 28 inches.
