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PERSONAL USE RED KING CRAB CLOSURESIN
PORT FREDERICK, SEYMOUR CANAL, AND PERIL STRAIT ANNOUNCEMENT

Petersburg. . . The Alaska Department of Fish and Game announced today that the red and blue king crab
personal use fishery in the Port Frederick, Seymour Canal, and Peril Strait areas will remain closed for the
season. These areas are defined as follows:

(1) Port Frederick (all waters of Port Frederick south and west of a line between the light at Cannery
Point to the northernmost tip of Halibut Island and from there to a point at 58° 09.60' N. latitude
135° 30.00° W. longitude) and;

(2) Section 11-D, Seymour Canal (waters of Seymour Canal north of 57° 37.00’N. latitude) and;

(3) Section 13-C, Peril Strait (all waters of Peril Strait, Hoonah Sound, Rodman Bay and contiguous
waters west of a line from Point Hayes to Point Thatcher and north of a line from Pogibshi Point
due west to the Chichagof shoreline).

Data from the department’s 2005 red king crab survey indicated that stocks in the Port Frederick and
Seymour Canal areas were below a level that could sustain a fishery and they remained closed for both
commercial and personal use fisheries. The Peril Strait area was assessed to be able to sustain harvest at a
reduced level, and the personal use fishery there re-opened concurrently with the commercial fishery at
12:00 noon, Tuesday, November 1, 2005. The Peril Strait area closed by regulation to personal use
fishing on March 31, 2006. Stock strength in al three of these areas will be re-evaluated following the
summer 2006 red king crab survey.

The personal use fishery in other areas of Southeast Alaskawill open by regulation on July 1, 2006.
