EXPLANATION:

This emergency order increases the daily bag limit for salmon 16 inches or longer, other than king
salmon, from three per day, three in possession to six per day, twelve in possession in all portions of the
Kasilof River open to salmon fishing. No more than two salmon per day and two in possession may be
coho salmon. This emergency order is effective beginning 12:01 a.m., Saturday, July 18, 2009, through
11:59 p.m., Friday, August 7, 2009.

REGULATION:

The provisions of 5 AAC 56.122 Special provisions and localized additions and exceptions to the
seasons, bag, possession, and size limits, and methods and means for the Kenai Peninsula Area (a)(8)(D)
are added by this emergency order. Under this emergency order the following provisions are effective
beginning at 12:01 a.m., Saturday, July 18, 2009 through 11:59 p.m., Friday, August 7, 2009.

5 AAC 56.122 Special provisions and localized additions and exceptions to the seasons, bag,
possession, and size limits, and methods and means for the Kenai Peninsula Area

(a)(8) Kasilof River drainage, excluding Crooked Creek and Tustumena Lake and its tributaries;

(D) salmon, other than king salmon, 16 inches or greater in length; bag limit is six fish and
possession limit is twelve fish, of which two per day and in possession may be coho salmon;

JUSTIFICATION:

The Department is forecasting a run of sockeye salmon into the Kasilof River in excess of 800,000 fish.
The biological escapement goal of 150,000-250,000 sockeye salmon has been exceeded in 10 of the last
11 years. As of July 16, a total of 170,311 sockeye salmon have passed the Kasilof River sonar site.
Based upon previous years’ escapements, approximately 50% of the escapement should have passed the
sonar counter by July 15. At this time the escapement rate of sockeye salmon into the Kasilof River is
proceeding at a rate greater than that needed to ensure the biological escapement goal is met. As
provided in 5 AAC 75.003 EMERGENCY ORDER AUTHORITY (2)(A), the Department has
emergency order authority to increase sport fish bag and possession limits when the total escapement is
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projected to exceed the escapement goal and the total harvest under the increased bag and possession
limit will not reduce the escapement below the goal. Therefore, it is warranted to increase the bag and
possession limit for sockeye salmon in the Kasilof River sport fishery.
