EXPLANATION:

This emergency order closes the Hatchery Creek drainage, including Sweetwater Lake on Prince of Wales
Island to the harvest of sockeye salmon. Any sockeye salmon caught may not be removed from the water
and must be released immediately.

REGULATION:

The provisions of 5 AAC 47. 023 Special provisions for seasons, bag, possession, and size limits, and
methods and means for the fresh waters of the Southeast Alaska Area (k)(8)(C) are superseded by
this emergency order. Under this emergency order, the following provisions are effective:

5 AAC 47.023 Special provisions for seasons, bag, possession, and size limits, and methods and
means for the fresh waters of the Southeast Alaska Area.

(k) In the Prince of Wales Island vicinity:
(8) In Sweetwater Lake drainage,
(E) sockeye salmon may not be retained or possessed. Sockeye salmon caught may not be
removed from the water and must be released immediately.

JUSTIFICATION:

One sockeye salmon has been counted through a weir operated by the U.S. Forest Service on Hatchery
Creek above the falls as of the morning of June 14. Observations at the falls on June 15 by ADF&G staff
indicate no fish were present. An aerial survey conducted on June 15" by ADF&G staff counted
approximately 800 sockeye near the mouth of the stream. Although it is possible the run is very late this
year, indications are that the escapement is extremely small and may be insufficient to sustain this stock
of fish.

The Department prohibits the retention of a certain species instead of implementing a closure to fishing
for a certain species when terminal gear used and/or fishing techniques for those species with
conservation concerns are very similar to that used for other species present that have no conservation
issues to ensure the restriction is enforceable. Since the techniques used for sockeye salmon are similar
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to that used for other species present in the Sweetwater Lake Drainage (steelhead, Dolly Varden, cutthroat
trout, coho and pink salmon) for which there are no conservation issues, a closure to fishing for sockeye
would be unenforceable. Therefore the department is prohibiting the retention of sockeye salmon and
requiring that sockeye caught must remain in the water and be released immediately.
