Fish runs of a particular
species occur at approxi-
mately the same time
throughout northern
Southeast Alaska (see
graph at right). However,
the peaks of greatest
abundance may vary
between watersheds. For
information about run
timing in a certain system,
contact a Division of Sport
Fish office nearest the
stream in question.

The following charts
show timing and season
closures for crabs, and
general timing of fish runs
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for species in northern Southeast Alaska
fresh and salt waters. Please note that the
Alaska sport fishing regulations allow king
crab to be taken only by Alaska residents in
accordance with personal use regulations.
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(nonresidents may not take king crab at any time)
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Fish symbols indicate the beginning, peak, and end of adult presence of each species.
Larger symbols, or concentrations of symbols, represent peak fishing times.
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
