As required by our 2009 Fisheries Resource Permit, I am submitting a summary of collecting activities for permit number SF2009-181.  Sampling was conducted between September and November 2009.  The purpose of this study was to determine the age and size structure of Lake Clark originating sockeye salmon.  Method of capture included seines.  Sockeye salmon sampled under permit SF2009-181 were measured from mid-eye to hypural plate, otoliths were taken, and carcasses were returned to the collection area.  All fish sampled were post spawn. No sampling occurred at spawning habitats in Sucker Bay Lake, Little Kijik River, or the Tlikakila River due to low spawner abundance or logistical difficulties.  In total, 600 fish were sampled during the 2009 field season from six locations (Table 1).  Please refer to file “SF2009-181catch.xls” for detailed catch results.
