The purpose of the activities for which a permit is being requested:  (a brief purpose statement)

	These activities will constitute a continuation of monitoring projects conducted at Salmon Lake in 2007 and 2008, with the primary focus pertaining to estimating coho escapement to Salmon Lake, which has been stipulated by ADF&G's permitting requirements for NSRAA's development of the Plotnikof Lake  and Salmon Lake broodstock programs at the Medvejie and Sawmill Cove hatcheries.  The escapement information collected will provide an estimate of total adult coho abundance in Salmon Lake and document any hatchery strays.  All data collected during the course of the weir operation and subsequent mark-recapture experiments will be provided to ADF&G on a weekly basis.

	Background:  Salmon Lake is located approximately 9 miles southeast of Sitka at the terminus of Silver Bay in eastern Sitka Sound.  The lake lies at 50 ft elevation and is fed primarily by two inlet streams at the south end of the lake, 0.7-mile from the outlet stream.  The lake is accessible by floatplane or by boat and foot.  The U.S. Forest Service maintains a recreational use cabin on the lake and a foot trail that provides access to Salmon and Redoubt Lakes from Silver Bay.  Salmon Lake supports populations of sockeye, pink, chum, and coho salmon, Dolly Varden, cutthroat trout, and steelhead. 

Given the development of NSRAA's Plotnikof Lake and Salmon Lake coho broodstock programs at  Medvejie Hatchery, and the development of NSRAA's Sawmill Cove Hatchery, it will be necessary to monitor Salmon Lake coho escapement, and make note of potential impacts this may have upon Salmon Lake's native coho population.   

Objective 1: Estimate the escapement of coho salmon into Salmon Lake;

A crew of up to three technicians will operate a floating weir and trap at the outlet of Salmon Lake from July 1 to October 31 to count, mark, and sample adult coho salmon.  The weir will consist of approximately 40 feet of hollow PVC panels attached to an anchor cable or chain laid across the stream channel, with a fixed live box attached on the upstream side.  In addition, a fixed rigid weir will be placed adjacent to each end of the floating portion of the weir and extend to the stream banks.  The weir and trap will be maintained and operated using established ADF&G sampling procedures.  Subsequent mark-recapture experiments utilizing beach seine recapture of coho in Salmon Lake itself will be used to validate weir counts, and provide an estimate of total coho escapement into Salmon Lake.  

Objective 2: Observe and document/report presence of hatchery-produced salmon (especially coho) entering and/or residing in Salmon Lake;
