	The purpose of our sampling project is to document absolute upstream extent of Pacific salmon spawning or rearing in Allison Creek near Valdez, Alaska. We also hope to identify the absolute upstream extent of Dolly Varden relative to what are believed to be impassable barriers to fish passage on Allison Creek. No fish were found in the upper portion of Allison Creek or in Allison Lake in 2008. Nevertheless we intend to place minnow traps above supposed barriers to upstream travel as a precaution once again in 2009. We also hope to collect a number of otoliths from pink salmon carcasses at the mouth of Allison Creek in order to study the relative frequency of hatchery strays from nearby Solomon Gulch Hatchery. This work is in support of the preparation of studies and documents necessary for the Federal FERC licensing on hydropower projects.

	ABR has been contracted to provide environmental consulting services to Hatch Acres as part of a proposed hydroelectric project on Allison Lake and Creek near Valdez, Alaska. Our work is in support of FERC permitting for the project and will include fish and habitat surveys in the creek and lake system. Fish sampling (concurrent with ongoing habitat mapping) is proposed to begin in July and would include visual identification of any returning spawning salmon in the lower creek (most likely to be pink salmon but there could be coho as well). Minnow traps will be employed in sampling for various life stages of Pacific salmon and Dolly Varden, and potentially cutthroat trout. An attempt will be made to collect otoliths from salmon carcasses in order to study growth patterns indicative of a hatchery mark. The presence of a thermal mark would indicate that these fish are hatchery strays which would give us an idea of the relative importance of hatchery fish to the system. In the upper reach of Allison Creek (above impassable barriers) minnow traps will be deployed as it drains Allison Lake. Minnow traps will also be deployed in the upper portion of Allison Creek as it drains away from the late. All fish captured will be identified and released unharmed. The overall purpose of this study is to attempt to identify various life stages of salmonids relative to habitat in the lower portion of Allison Creek and to clearly identify the upstream extent of habitat available to all live stages of pacific salmonids in Allison Creek.
