	This proposed sampling effort is part of a larger effort to monitor subsistence harvests in Elson Lagoon near Barrow, Alaska. In addition to interviews of fishers, ABR and the North Slope Borough Department of Wildlife Management are interested in setting up a fyke net in the lagoon in order to catalog, measure and floy tag (for a subset of amphidromous whitefish) fish in order to document fish movement in and around Elson Lagoon.

	ABR has been working with the North Slope Borough Department of Wildlife Management, the BLM and ADF&G on a project investigating subsistence harvest in Elson Lagoon near Point Barrow, AK since 2006. 
For 2009, the North Slope Borough (NSB) Department of Wildlife Management would like to augment harvest interview data with fyke net sampling in Elson Lagoon with the goals of:

1) Describing population characteristics of fish available to the subsistence harvest for Elson Lagoon.

2) Describing the presence and population characteristics of various life history stages of subsistence fish species AS WELL AS juveniles, forage species and predators not normally available to or caught in the gill nets of subsistence fishers. 
3) Monitoring the summer seasonal movement of various fish species encountered in July and August (the period of greatest movement by amphidromrous species in the region) through a Floy tag program.

ABR will assist the NSB with daily harvest of a fyke net in Elson Lagoon in July and August of 2009, as well as the subsequent release of fish back into the lagoon. We intend to place a fyke net near the area where a large portion of subsistence harvests occur in Elson Lagoon. Although most gill nets that are fishing in this area tend to be of mesh size 4 – 5 inches, we are interested in the overall makeup of fish stocks in Elson Lagoon. We are also interested in monitoring movement of whitefish stocks in the lagoon and nearby lakes. As such we hope to Floy tag a subset of broad whitefish, least cisco, and other amphidromous species in the lagoon. 


Fish will be caught using ¼” diameter mesh fyke nets with a 3’ square opening. Each day biologists will attend the net and collect fish in a floating pin. Fish will be gathered a few at a time in a clove oil bath until they begin “turn over” or become slightly listless and as their gilling becomes relatively reduced. The point of using the clove oil bath is to reduce stresses associated with handling while we measure fish length. 

At this point the fish will be measured to the nearest millimeter and released into a recovery bin of Elson Lagoon water. Fish will be released upon a recovery period of at least 20 minutes. We anticipate that a subset of whitefish species will be Floy tagged after measuring and before being released back into the estuary. We hope to implement a longer term fyke net sampling protocol in order to monitor the use of, and movement within, Elson Lagoon waters in the thaw period between July and August in the years to come.
