	Conduct environmental education activities with day camp participants; demonstrate technique and allow student participation in radio-tracking of sockeye salmon.  Post-release tracking will be done with hand-held antenna and receiver to track locations of tagged fish from the boardwalk and fish viewing stations (boardwalk) along the stream.  There will be no recapture of fish or pulling of transmitters out of the fish.  Recovery will only take place after tagged fish are dead.

NOTE:   A STUDY PLAN or RESEARCH PROPOSAL explaining the purpose and need, the objectives, and the procedures you will use must be included in/with this permit application:

	The purpose is to obtain live fish for environmental education opportunities. The Juneau Ranger District frequently receives requests from the public to help educate students on fish physiology and salmonid habitat, migration, and predation. Under the close supervision and direction of district fisheries biologists, no more than 6 sockeye salmon will be caught (one at a time) using dipnets and quickly tagged and released at the site of capture.  Testing will occur prior to peak spawning season in Steep Creek.  Fish will remain in the water to minimize handling stress.  A tag inserter tube will be used to insert the esophageal tags.  The tags are model F1845 stomach implant transmitters from ATS (Advanced Telemetry Systems).  This type of tag has been used for salmon telemetry studies throughout Alaska.  They are quick and easy to insert and are seldom regurgitated or harmful to the fish.  The key is a quick and kind capture, tag, and release.  We will note sex of tagged fish but will not trouble them with other tagging or marking or biological samples.
Transmitter frequencies:  Receiver operates in the 168.000 to 169.999 Mhz frequency range.  Frequencies to be used are:  169.757, .790, .914, .940, .960, .981.  There have been no conflicts with other radio frequencies in the past, to my knowledge.  These transmitters will be recovered from the stream and stream banks after the fish are dead and gone so they could be silenced and used again in future studies.
