We will set up to 30 minnow traps total, 15 in the pond and 15 in the slough, baited with treated salmon roe, and have them soak overnight. We will put pond or slough water in a bucket to keep the fish submerged while identifying them.   We will repeat this collection up to 3 times; two times in 2010.
