Project  Objectives: Perform initial stream survey as part of monitoring effort. 

Trip Summary: Holgate Creek is a small creek one mile south of Haines on the west side of the Chilkat Peninsula.  The lower third of the creek passes through a medium density residential/light commercial zone.  This trip was dedicated to surveying this lower portion of the creek.

RCS Highlights: Mud Bay Road culvert: fish ladder metal structure still in place but largely stripped of stones.  Replacement of rocks will increase effectiveness for fish passage.

Private driveway (roughly half-way between Mud Bay and Small Tracts Rds.): two 24” culverts funnel the creek under the driveway.  One functions only at very high water.  After inspecting it Ben Kirkpatrick concluded that the arrangement is adequate and probably not a severe fish passage impediment. 

AWC Highlights: Catalogued by ADF&G WB# 115-32-10230 and Stream# 115-32-094
Issues of note: Past history of fecal contamination from human and possibly domestic animal sources requires continued monitoring.  Possible fish passage restriction associated with culvert running beneath private driveway.  Refuse in creek includes household items, old 55 gallon drums of unknown origin, trash from roadway.

Status of data: Being processed by ADF&G

Work needed to bring project to completion: Submission of this summary will complete the work on the lower creek.  Upper creek requires survey.
