Document erosional and fish-passage problems on logging roads on Klawock Heenya land in the Three-mile Creek area, on the east side of Klawock Lake.

Road Surveys were performed in the Three-mile Creek area and a small, adjacent sub-basin.  Approximately 11 miles of total road were surveyed.

Erosional features associated with roads were common, with 95 erosional features documented.  Fish passage issues were rare with only one potential problem found on a verified class 1 stream.  Log bridges and culverts were found on 33 stream crossings, and could potentially be an erosion risk, although few were crossing anadromous streams.  102 metal culverts were found, none on anadromous streams.
