Document fish-passage problems on the stretch of Klawock-Hollis highway within the Klawock watershed.

Road Surveys were performed on the Klawock-Hollis highway between the Klawock A&P grocery store and the Inlet Creek crossing (approx. 10 miles).

Of 82 metal culverts documented, ten were located on anadromous fish streams, and of these 3 were severely perched.  Several of the culverts on anadromous streams potentially present fish-passage problems due to high pipe gradient.

The possibility of new nominations needs to be investigated.  It does not appear that significant uncataloged anadromous stream reaches were documented.

Data needs to be analyzed and maps generated for Klawock Watershed Council meeting on Oct.22, 2002.  Input from Moira Ingle needs to be solicited regarding what type of presentation will be most appropriate.  Bill Peratrovich of Klawock Heenya asked for our data prior to any other outputs.  

Culvert analysis should be done on pipes to further determine the extent of fish-passage problems.

Maps to be generated for Klawock Watershed Council meeting

Data needs a quality check.  Data has been entered and is formatted with the exception of changing codes to those required for entry into database.  Maps need to be generated.  It appears that there are problems with the culvert data in terms of quality control.  Roads.xls has been thoroughly checked and is accurate and complete (JVN, Jan 28, 2003).

Data has been imported into Odyssey.  CAS 11/24/03
