In coordination w/ Jack Gustafson, KGB, and Pacific Log and Lumber, conduct stream surveys, cataloguing, and stream crossing work relavent to proposed road expansion on Gravina Island for the airport.  Specific objectives include:

· Determine position of south most segment of road and document, map and catalogue all potential stream crossings

· Spend 1 day in field with Jim Gute (KGB) to positively identify control stake stations and position of road

· Determine position of north most segment of road and document, map and catalogue all potential stream crossings

· Spend 1-2 days in field with Tim Droke positively identifying control stakes and position of road

Trip Summary: (In narrative form, describe how and if project objectives were met)

All objectives were achieved.  

We spent one day in the field with Jim Gute and one day with Tim Droke.  On these days we walked their road alignments to identify control stakes and map the position of the road.  The other days were spent mapping and cataloging potential stream crossings.

We crossed four catalogued streams.  One of these streams is not anadromous at the proposed road crossing.  We found two substantial barriers below the crossing.  

18 stream crossings on the proposed road alignment

Pacific Log and Lumber needs to supply the ‘offset’ distances at each of the proposed stream crossings – this information is necessary to determine the exact location of crossings and structures there.  In addition, it would be helpful for the AMB, if these structures could be accurately correlated with our GPS waypoints; Jim Gute was able to do exactly this by pointing out each and every survey control stake (with unique numbers), which we took GPS waypoints for.

· Maps will be created, which will depict the geographic location of both segments of road, through the use of waypoints; in addition, all streams will documented where they cross the proposed segments of road.

· Copies of all data will be sent to Jack Gustafson, AMB

· Some data will be sent to Jim Gute and Tim Droke after we receive comments from Jack Gustafson.
