Survey streams for fish distribution GIS-model building in the Port Camden North Head coastal watershed area. We focused on the south side of the watershed, south of the created aquaculture channel at the head of the inlet.

Trip Summary: (In narrative form, describe how and if project objectives were met)

Mapped and documented fish habitat on 12 small streams that flow into the north head of Port Camden.  Walked the shoreline through much of the project area looking for, and surveying, streams that contained water or evidence of flow.  Discontinued surveys when streams either went dry or underground, but then picked up surveys on the streams where they hit the road on the hillside.  Most streams only contained habitat below the road, but a few were potential habitat up to, and above, the road.  Fish were not seen except in the estuaries of these small streams.  The water at the time of survey was very low, as the spring and summer have been extremely dry.
