Gravina Island Road Project

Summary:

There are plans to build a road that ties into the existing airport access road and extends to the Pacific Log and Lumber sawmill.  At present there is pink flagging marking the proposed road that starts at the southeast end of the airport and runs northwest parallel to the runway.  Near an existing quarry (waypoint # 18) the proposed road turns and runs to the west.  At waypoint #22 there is a catalogued stream at which the proposed road turns and runs northwest again.  Around waypoint # 20 the flagging turns to orange.  This may be where the property ownership changes.  The orange flagging runs out at waypoint # 27 which is approximately a mile from the sawmill.  

This area is mostly open muskeg with some areas of scrub timber and rock outcroppings.  The drainage is poor in many areas and there are a lot of ponds and some small streams.

We walked the flagging line and noted streams and ponds that potentially could be trapped.  We did not set any traps.

Questions/Answers:

Q:  Should we set traps in the small streams that are potentially only resident fish habitat?

A: no – make decision on stream by stream basis if possible anadromous

Q:  Should we set traps in streams that are already catalogued?

A:  not unless road realignment is pushed by over 1500’

Q:  How far upstream should we set traps from the proposed road if we catch coho?

A:  Not very far, but take into account realignment of proposed road

Q:  Should we follow streams to saltwater if we catch coho (map stream course to mouth)?

A:  No, but possibly go back to them if there is time.  Figure out when in the field.

Q:  When will the rest of the flagging be in place?

A:  contact KGB (Jim Gute 586-2093) and Tim Droke (225-2692) at Pacific Log and Lumber.

· Set up 1 day with each of the engineers for a day in the field to explain flagging and stakes (try and coordinate their days in the field with Jack, if possible – he suggest the 4th and the 6th – no weekends!)

· Also try and get and GPS info for the survey stakes and road course from both

N. Tongass Hwy. Culvert work

Summary:

The North Tongass Hwy is going to be paved.  We were looking for problem culverts that should be replaced prior to paving.  

We looked at 5 culverts between Potter Point and Settlers Cove.  We set traps in one stream (waypoint #33) that had two 48 inch culvert pipes that were perched approximately 4 feet.  We caught coho below the pipe, but nothing above.  This stream is catalogued.

Remaining work:

1. Take culvert measurements at waypoint #33.

2. Look at culverts between Totem Bight and Mud Bay.

3. There is a stream that flows next to the rock pit at Mud Bay that needs to be mapped and added to the AWC (we found coho near the rock pit)
