ArcToolbox would not work to convert the datum from NAD83 to NAD 27.  She worked with the data in ArcInfo to redefine the data to WGS84 to NAD83 using NAR_A then NADCON to 83 before transforming to NAD27.  She has since written a model to convert shapefiles from WGS84 to NAD27.  This is going to be an ongoing issue that hopefully will be delt with in the database as my queries will have data in both NAD27 and NAD83 so some display fine in my project and others do not.    8/4/06----AC
