All objectives were met.

We looked at maps with Sealaska engineer Joe Bovee and drove around with him to find out what areas he wanted us to look at.  We then worked on mapping and trapping those areas.

Extended upper extent of Soda Creek to include creek and tributaries above the lake.  Extended the catalog on several area streams.

Documented a barrier falls on anadromous stream number 103-40-10220 approximately 300 feet upstream from the estuary that blocks upstream migration to anadromous fish.  Trapping upstream from the barrier in high-quality lake habitat yielded resident fish only.  Stream above this barrier should be denominated.

Documented absence of anadromous fish habitat in a stream Joe Bovee believed was cataloged as 103-40-10110.  We learned that this stream had been mis-mapped upon referencing the AWC after our return to Juneau.

Mark Minillo, posed this question to SSSF staff, via email to Brian Frenette:

In the streams where your staff made determinations of upper extents or decisions that cataloged streams should be nominated to be shortened due to barriers, are they going to make these nominations?  With regards to stream 103-40-10110 in Soda Bay, after receiving an email from Dave G. containing a description of his findings, I discussed this stream and it's location with

Ed Weiss.  I believe we hashed it out and the stream is correctly located on the updated version of the catalog.

Issues needing resolution: (are there any specific concerns, which require input from outside our staff – list specific details.)

There is some confusing information as to where anadromous stream 103-40-10110 should now be placed that needs to be reconciled.  See excerpt from email discussion above.  It appears that this stream is correctly positioned in the new catalog and will not need nominated or de-nominated (JVN 10/03/2002)
