Spawning density on Gene’s appeared to be peaking (based on two surveys completed several days apart.  

Completed 2 surveys (total fish counts) on Gene’s creek.  Did not accompany crews on surveys on other tributaries.

Accompanied SF crews on escapement surveys (ASL) on Gene’s creek, Eulachon, Clear creek, and Lake Creek.
