Habitat surveys were completed on Cripple Creek and Eulachon River.  A Habitat survey was initiated on Kerr Creek from the falls down below where SF crews begin sampling (the trail from the mainstem).  This was not a complete reach.  Collection of spawning area measures for Christie was conducted on Cripple Creek, Kerr Creek and Eulachon River.  We were unable to survey on Gene’s Creek due to Wildlife folks live trapping bears in the area.  4 stroke Yamaha was winterized/fogged and boat pulled and put up on shore.
