· Amy sent up the 4 GPS units which had been previously downloaded (UNK52), but were not cleared off memory.  These waypoints were downloaded and saved in the appropriate folders of UNK62 (original .txt files in Waypoint_dump and .xls and .dbf files in Waypoint).  This download included waypoints collected by SF crews prior to UNK52 and up till the end of the smolt trapping season (October, 2002)

Amy had entered in all AWL data and coded where possible, GPS waypoints at specific locations.  Jeff assisted in evaluating her first attempt and corrected where possible.  Many waypoints were missing from the spreadsheet Amy had put together, primarily b/c SF crews were not collecting the full extent of data.  Smolt trapping data (spring and fall) appears to have the best waypoint information associated with it.  Jeff is currently working on producing spreadsheets which link all AWL data and smolt trapping results on a site specific basis with all available waypoint information.  The results will be placed in the UNK62 folder.  After this time, fully attributed shapefiles will be created capturing the extent of SF surveys on the spawning grounds and during fall smolt trapping work.
