We flew out with Tempsco Helicopters, Monday thru Wed.  Low lying fog in Ketchikan led to a late start the first day, but we ended up completing all model polygons.  Given early spring conditions with snow above 1000ft there were several low lying wet areas on the bench in the forest that would otherwise have been dry at other times of year.  Saw several juvenile pink salmon in the mainstem and other juveniles in some of the tribs.  Used the new Garmin 60Csx and a mobile bmapper with the job VIX18.
