It is doubtful the proponents are 
looking for an expanded fishery, but area fishers could benefit fiom lhis type. There 
could be an increased pressure on that stock. Local fishermen switching gear would not 
cause additional harvest. They would be trying to utilize the most efficient gear and 
maximize harvest. 

Upper Cook Inlet Salmon Management - 6-1 Support 
The current management for the Cook Inlet drift fleet met escapement goals in all 
monitored salmon streams and prevented the massive over escapement in the Kenai River 
seen in so many previous years.
