Game Chair-Ed Horton — handled proposals 55-100 during 10/25/2022 game
subcommittee meeting. Will have at least one more meeting to get through the proposal book
for this season.

Fish Chair-Georgie Heaverley — nothing additional to the proposals discussed in the fish
committee that had split votes (see below).

10. Prepare comments for Bristol Bay Finfish Proposals

Proposal 11 — ADFG missed escapement goals 3 of the last 5 years; 55,000 is the lower
end of escapement and lately it’s been between 20,000 and 30,000. The new Portage
Creek sonar (10-15 miles up the Nushagak) is designed for sockeye salmon and not kings
well but this is the best they have right now. There are elements to the plan that are
accepted and some that are not practical and cannot be mandated to the Department.
Vote: 2 support, 8 opposed, 1 abstain. Reason for abstention was lack of knowledge.

Proposal 15 — The Department is neutral on this proposal; no biological concerns and
efforts are expected to be low.

Proposal 17 — similar proposal submitted in 2018 but Board did not address so it’s been
re-submitted. This amounts to a limited entry fishery which the Board does not have the
authority to create, it’s a legislative process. Vote: 0 support, 11 opposed.

Proposal 19 - similar proposal submitted in 2018 but Board did not address so it’s been
re-submitted. Proposer wants to restrict the use of beads in the river system. The
Department does not view beads to be any more harmful compared to other methods
of tackle. Vote: 2 support, 9 opposed.

Proposal 20 — Wood River Lake system is popular and is not a heavily guided area. No
biological concern over this proposal; the large amount of sockeye escapement has
been positively impacting the other species in the system. Vote: 2 support, 9 opposed.

Proposal 35 — Local AC has proposed this action. There are conflicts in the field and
increasing the distance between gear types could reduce in-field conflicts. Vote: 11
support, 0 opposed.

Proposal 36 - The Department is neutral on this proposal; no biological concerns. The
proposed length of the towlines may be too short and impact smaller less efficient
vessels. In times of abundancy efficiency is a good thing. Vote: 6 support, 5 opposed.

Oppose 0 11 Oppose: Additional prescriptive regulations such as these
place restrictions on ADF&G area managers, limiting their
ability to use situation-specific discretion to manage the
fishery. We support management flexibility for area
managers.
It’s important to note that escapement goals that have been
missed are for king salmon and not sockeye. The sonar up-
river on the Nushagak is designed for sockeye salmon and
does not count well for kings. We understand this is the best
method the department has at this time.
An issue of greater importance that is having major
implications on king salmon numbers is that of trawl bycatch.
The committee feels that the bycatch issue rises to the top
and needs to be addressed before considering sweeping
changes to a state salmon fishery management plan.
However, we understand this particular issue is not in the
Board’s current jurisdiction.
12 Make several changes to the management plan to reduce commercial king salmon harvest
and increase sockeye salmon harvest.
Oppose 0 11 Oppose: The committee feels this regulation is unnecessary.
13 Structure fishing periods in the Nushagak District so that pulses of king salmon, not
subjected to commercial fishing pressure, may enter the Nushagak River.

Oppose: This provision sets a poor precedent for other
subsistence fisheries of the state, and its implementation
may result in an extension of the harvest method to other
districts. Bristol Bay is not a fishery that should implement
the usage of fish wheels.

However, “overcrowded” is a subjective term and what is
considered to be crowded in the Naknek river system may
not compare to other more trafficked guided sport fishing
areas of the state. This will be impossible to enforce and limit
access to the resource.

Recommended focusing only on proposals addressing the Nushagak
and Togiak areas. May need another meeting to take up other districts.

b. ADF&G: Lee Borden Sport Fish - sport effort rebounded to pre-covid levels. 2022
was poor for Nushagak king salmon. He issued 2 EOs. 1 to reduce Nushagak bag
limits and 2 specified catch & release only, no bait. July 19 a third EO for all
Bristol Bay sport king salmon: seasonal harvest restricted to 1 over 20 inches. At
this time, Lee is planning for very conservative management in 2023 pending
coming BOF actions; 1) declared Nushagak Kings a stock of concern, 2) the
developing ADFG King Action Plan, and 3) BOF actions on proposals including
Nushagak King Salmon Management Plan. Follow up comments included
concerns for rainbows in the Lake Iliamna drainage. Several comments of
concern about Nushagak king sport fishery including recent hooking mortality
study (6.6% in lower Nushagak). A just completed study is in analysis and to be
presented at BOF. The late and low numbers of silvers seen in the Nushagak this
fall was mentioned. There were good silvers in Togiak and Alagnak.

Commercial Fish: Tim Sands: ADFG is working on run reconstruction. The
Nushagak king escapement did not meet the goal even though there were strong
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parent runs and forecasts suggested a run of 118,000 kings. Actual '22 King run
was very weak and even if there had been NO commercial sockeye fishery, the
king goal probably wouldn't have been met. ADFG doesn't count silvers and
there was no real commercial coho harvest this fall. Mixed info on coho returns,
small pulses and generally late. Biggest item ADFG recommended was that the
status of Nushagak Kings should be considered a "Stock of Concern". BOF agreed
at the October worksession. Now ADFG is developing action plans that won't be
available until the Nov 29 meeting. These plans are being developed jointly
among Commercial, Sport and Subsistence divisions. Tim sees 4 management
options: 1) status quo. 2) Use the Wood River Special Harvest area to keep the
fleet off kings but harvest Wood R. reds. 3) Cutting commercial district size and
possibly change the upper district boundary. 4) Add mesh restrictions. Tim said
BOF will choose options and will need public comment to help with decisions.
Discussion followed suggesting eliminating D boat fishing to reduce gear
in the Nushagak Bay. A brief discussion whether the AC should delegate some AC
members to be prepared to speak for the AC at the BOF meeting. More
discussion on timing of red and king runs, the problem of accounting for
commercial catch of kings as they are often sold as reds, and brief mention of
trawler by-catch. Tim listed ADFG efforts to get better accounting of kings
harvested in commercial catch including working with processors. Numerous
comments on the short time until the BOF meeting and no time for the public to
digest any data or action plans that may come out.
Tim also discussed the process used to decide early June commercial openers
and efforts to protect kings. Concerns for Muklung R (Wood R tributary) kings if
the fishery is put in the WRSHA.

Chums have been doing poorly too and ADFG considered adding them as a
stock of concern but held off for now. ADFG is watching closely.

ADFG Wildlife Conservation. John Landseidel and Evelyn Lichwa.
Dillingham office is now fully staffed with wildlife biologists after several years of
intermittent staffing. John provided a thorough hand out summarizing Div
Wildlife projects and data. Focus points on moose: documenting un-reported
harvest, addressing low calf survival, interruption of long term data sets due to
recent lack of staff. Moose population goal in GMU17C is not being met. The
handout showed harvest data for moose and bears. No winter hunt planned for
17C, winter permits expected for 17A and B. Intensive Management (IM) for
wolves will be available to local trappers and hunters. Bears have been added to
the IM program and removal will begin next spring on caribou calving grounds.
Heads hide meat will be salvaged. John spoke briefly on the cultural educational
hunts for each of the Southwest Region Schools.

d. USFWS Togiak Wildlife Refuge Andy Aderman presented: Note the refuge's fall
report is available online.

f.  Wood Tikchik State Park: Lee Borden is State rep on the advisory council in

addition to his duties as Sport Fish Area Biologist. Council composition was
described. Borden reported the council reviewed some proposals to BOF -
soliciting comment from park users. It’s part of Park responsibility and council
by-laws to consider uses occurring in the Park. Proposals weren't formally
addressed but proposals 18, 20, 28 were discussed. Borden outlined Park
discussions which are noted in the proposal comments in this report.

g. USFWS Togiak Wildlife Refuge Andy Aderman presented: The refuge's fall report
is available on line. 2022 Nushagak Peninsula Caribou counts estimate 359
animals up 100 from 2021 which was better than 2020. The caribou committee
recommended a 48 animal harvest with permits distributed to eligible villages.

Dan noted ADFG has resisted barbless hook rules due to an
Idaho study showing little biological gain for considerable
loss of social license. He noted the Rainbow Trout plan
sought to diversify tackle restrictions across the whole Bristol
Bay area.

Enforcing barbless, especially pinched barb regulations can
be difficult and seem arbitrary at times.

Borden confirmed there are no barbless regulations
anywhere in Alaska at this time. Noted study is Shill and
Scarpella 1997.

There can be issues defining barbless as well as enforcing.
Lindsay noted the author may be unaware of the number of
locals who really use the area described, many who highly
value catching and harvesting fish.

Several AC members expressed strong opposition to the
discriminatory nature of fly only regulations for whole area.
We use spin gear. Fly gear is difficult for young children. We
want to hook and hold a fish for harvest.

We can use barbless or pinch them by choice but don't want
to impose on others.

Wood Tikchik Council this proposal got the most discussion
at their meeting. Concerns were noted for the discriminatory
nature of it.

Todd likes the proposal, keep out of the spawning areas. A
lodge may oppose, but kings are our mainstay. If they can fly
to these locations, they can go elsewhere.

Sport Fish estimates an effort of 700 angler days on the
Upper Nushagak, 700 on the Mulchatna, and 300 on the
Nuyakuk - overall relatively low effort. Catch and harvest of
kings in these areas are estimated to be low: 50 caught on
the upper Nushagak, 70 caught, O harvested on the Nuyakuk.
Mulchatna is a little higher with 1,400 kings caught and 35
harvested.

Trav has done a few tours as a guided fisherman in the area
and lodges "hopscotch" among king spawning beds.

A couple members noted the Stuyahok and Koktuli, Upper
Nushagak, other smaller rivers are the prime king spawning
beds for kings.

Dan asked if this closure would totally disenfranchise some of
the smaller river based lodges who don't fly around.

Sport Fish thought there were 3-6 lodges in that area. They
also noted sections of these upper reaches are already closed
and existing regulations close the remainder on July 24.

The kings need places of refuge, especially the spawning
areas. With the coming action plans and possible restrictions
on the commercial fisheries this may be necessary for the
sport fishery.

Some concern expressed for boat motors disturbing eggs in
the spawning beds.

Set Netter: As a set netter I'd like to support it but | realize
it’s unrealistic; some set back is needed; maybe a
compromise can be found; the goal is to reduce tangling.

Set netter: In reality the way it works now drift nets can be
legal at only 25 feet off the set nets; I've had several tangles
with drifters; our set net sites must be 450 feet apart, it’s fair
to keep drifters 300 feet away.
