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Spotted a European Green Crab? Now what do you do?

e Take multiple photos of the live crab or the crab shell. Collection and transport is prohibited.
* Note the number of crabs, the location (GPS coordinates or landmarks), and type of habitat.
e Report immediately to the Alaska Department of Fish & Game 1 (877) INVASIV.
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Three spines on each
side of shell and only
two bumps between
the eyes.

than 1.5 inches wide
across the widest
part of the shell.
