6) PENALTY FOR FAILURE TO REPORT:  If you fail to report, you will not be eligible to receive any permits (Drawing, Targeted, Tier II, or
Registration, including Tier I Nelchina Caribou) during the next regulatory year. In addition, your name will be turned over to the Alaska
Wildlife Troopers for enforcement action.

The registration permits RM781 and 
RM749 replace all general season 
moose hunts previously covered by 
harvest ticket (GM000) in these units. 

All registration permit report cards must be submitted within 15 days of a kill.  Unsuccessful 
hunters and those who did not hunt must report within 15 days after the close of the season. 

If you fail to report, you will not be eligible to receive any permits (Drawing, 
Targeted, Tier II, or Registration, including Tier I Nelchina Caribou) during 
the next regulatory year. In addition, your name will be turned over to the 
Alaska Wildlife Troopers for enforcement action.

Hunters in Units 20A, 20B, 
20C, 20F, and 25C must have an 
RM781permit. 
Hunters in Unit 20D must have an 
RM749 permit.
